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Exhibitors must be between 6 years of age and 21 years. Out of state cattle must have a current health certificate issued within 30 days 
before the show. The certificate must be issued from the state of origin by a licensed veterinarian. Animals must be individually identified 
stating that they have been examined and are free of contagious and infectious disease. Exhibitors traveling in and out of brand areas need 
to have a Brand Show Permit. The Brand Committee will be on site.

ENTRIES DUE BY OCTOBER 25 - ENTRY FEE $50 PER ANIMAL + STALL FEE LOCATION
Inside stalling will be limited. 
Exhibitors will be allowed to stall at their trailers if they so choose.
East Arena/Ag Pavilion: additional $10 per head

Entries will be accepted after October 25: $100 per head and will be required to stall at their trailers.

Heifers will show by breed. All Breed Division heifers must have registration papers.
Commercial heifers will require no documentation.
